 Genesis is the start of our Bible.  Genesis gives us a solid, unmovable, 

foundation for everything we believe.

We see the Constitution of the Kingdom in 

chapter 5 to 7.  We see the power of the Kingdom in chapters 8-9.  We see the 

call the governmental leaders in chapter 10.  Additional teachings about 

Kingdom (including the fate of the unrepentant and the Father is revealed) in 

chapter 11.  Towards the end of chapter 12 Jesus is accused of blasphemy.  He 

said that all sins would be forgiven accept that one.  In Matthew 13, verse 1a we  

read:  THE SAME DAY WENT JESUS OUT OF THE HOUSE, é. 

 He went out of that house, and into our world. 

 Our assignment is to know the ball is on our court.  (We should not be spectators.  We are in the 

playing field. ) The church has been expanding the Kingdom and has done it for 2,000 years.
