Since 1910, Texas Baptists have collected an offering for missions needs in 

Texas. In 1935, the Texas Offering was named for Mary Hill Davis, president of 

WMU of Texas and a tireless supporter of Texas missions. Her leadership in 

various positions spanned the years from 1898 until her death in 1934. 

When is the Suggested Week of Prayer for Texas Missions? 

The Mary Hill Davis Offering for Texas Missions can be highlighted and 

celebrated all year round. Traditionally, the suggested week of prayer has been 

the third week in September of each year. Thus this yearôs emphasis would be 

highlighted September 12-19, 2010.  

Why Should Churches Give? 

One of the noteworthy aspects of this Offering is that it gives back to our 

churches, communities and students by striving to equip those called into the 

ministry, those called to the mission field and by caring for the local 

communities.* For example, the Mary Hill Davis Ethnic Scholarship provides 

scholarships to ethnic/minority Texas Baptist students attending one of the nine 

Baptist Universities in Texas.  A few ways our own Valley churches are 

impacted is through funding for Colonia missions, training conferences, 

leadership development for pastors, and student missions at UTï Pan American.   

Sister Davis encouraged others to make Godôs work the most important thing in 

life. We would like to strongly encourage our Valley churches to continue the 

century-old tradition of supporting the many missions endeavors in Texas. We 

are ñCalled to Careò (2 Cor. 5:34) so let each of our Valley churches commit to 

participating, regardless of the amount, and bless others within our communities 

and around the state.

I 

can say to you without hesitation that I see this Association providing vital support and direction to the 

work of the churches.  This includes leadership training in all areas of church life and the life of pastors.  

Your Association assists and encourages churches to start new work. It also provides equipment for 

evangelism; block parties and a multitude of other recourses are made available to the churches.   The work 

of the Association is important to the overall spiritual work in the Valley. 

    In the second chapter of Nehemiah, he rallies the people to his side. He says "You see the trouble weôre 

in.
